2008 
 
 

Our firefighter/paramedics and EMT’s responded to 808 emergency medical calls 
during 2008. 

 
Throughout the year the department has put in many hours of on-going education.  

Karen Shelby, Hillcrest EMS Coordinator and Kitty Gabram and Jodi Couglin, EMS 
Educators held in-service training sessions.  Run Reviews were held at the station 
with Dr. Don Spaner, our Medical Director, which involved reviewing our EMS run 
reports, medical treatments, and the results of our patient care.  Topics that were 
discussed are as follows: 
 

 February 4, 2008 
o Dr. Don Spaner reviewed runs, provided protocol updates and 

covered airway skills including Endotracheal Intubations, Quick 
Trach Usage, and the Introduction and Use of the King Airway. 

 April 7, 2008 
o Dr. Don Spaner reviewed protocols with the department.   

 April 22, 2008 
o Phase I of the PALS recertification was taught by Kitty Gabram and 

Karen Shelby.  
 April 29, 2008 

o Phase II of PALS recertification was taught by Kitty Gabram and 
Karen Shelby.  Code scenarios were performed as well as a written 
test. 

 June 2, 2008 
o Dr. Don Spaner presented EMS scenarios with power point.  

Reviewed EMS calls. 
 August 4, 2008 

o Dr. Don Spaner lectured on Heat Illness.  Reviewed EMS runs. 
 September 22-23, 2008 

o ACLS Refresher presented with lectures along with practicals.  The 
2nd day was the mega code stations with Dr. Don Spaner, Kitty 
Gabram, FF. Bernhard and FF. Madger with conclusion of a written 
test administered by Karen Shelby. 

 December 1, 2008 
o Dr. Don Spaner reviewed runs and lectured on airways.  Members 

were given their annual competency test, as well as being checked off 
on King Airway and inserting ET tubes. 

 
In station continuing education was given to on duty personnel by the Hillcrest 

EMS office.  The topics that were discussed are as follows: 



 
 January 7, 8, and 9, 2008 - Kitty Gabram reviewed Trauma Protocols with 

updates with the three shifts. 
 March 10, 11, and 12, 2008 - Kitty Gabram lectured on Geriatrics, the King 

Airway, and the 3 new drugs we will be carrying on the squads, Bicarb, 
Zofran, and Solumedrol. 

 May 12,13, and 14, 20 - Kitty Gabram lectured on Common Pediatric 
Emergencies. 

 July14,15, and 16, 2008 - Kitty Gabram lectured on Infectious Diseases and 
How to Protect Ourselves.  She then administered the TB test for each shift. 

 September 8, 9, and 10, 2008 - Jodi Couglin from Hillcrest lectured on 
Psychiatric Disorders 

 November 10, 11, and 12, 2008 - Karen Shelby lectured on the Obtaining a 
Good 12 Lead with our equipment. She also lectured on Living Wills, DNR 
and Comfort Care DNR. 
 

I attended EMS Council meetings at Hillcrest representing our department for 
updates in the EMS community from our medical director, Dr. Don Spaner on 2/27, 
4/30, 8/27, 10/29, and 12/17, 2008. 

 
In addition, Con Ed was offered at the hospital with lectures covering 

different medical topics for Paramedics.  These were held at 7:00 PM on January 16, 
March 19, May 28, July 23, September 24 and November 19, 2008.  The department 
had the opportunity to help with CPR training at Mayfield High School for the 
sophomore classes in January, May and December.   We also visited schools in our 
city and had some of them visit the station, to teach them about the Fire Department 
and what to do in case of a fire or a medical emergency.  They were able to see first 
hand how we dress to fight fire and the protective gear we may wear during a medical 
emergency.  They were able to tour the rescue squad to see the equipment we carry to 
take care of them in an emergency. 
  

The department received $3,500.00 in grant monies from the State of Ohio for 
EMS.  The monies will be used to purchase medical equipment for the squads. 
 

Goals for 2009 are to have additional in-station continued education for our 
EMTs and paramedics.

     During 2008, the fire prevention bureau billed out $39,622.50 for fire safety 
inspections, permits, fire suppression system testing, and miscellaneous fees.   
 
     The fire prevention bureau was well involved in education this past year.  The 
education consisted of station tours, speaking at daycare centers and summer 
recreation programs, fire extinguisher training for several local businesses, and BAT 
(basic aid training) training at Millridge School for the fourth grade class.  A total of 
624 children had fire safety training and 165 adults had fire extinguisher training.  
This was an increase of 273% from 2007. This past year I attended a class on 
identifying and dealing with juvenile fire starters.  This course was put on by the State 
Fire Academy. The bureau also witnessed fire drills at St. Paschal and Millridge 
elementary schools.  
  
     For 2008 the bureau will continue to work closely with local businesses to ensure 
that their fire suppression systems and buildings are code compliant.  I would like to 
increase the amount of public education and training to the area businesses, schools, 
and civic organizations.  As part of public education the fire prevention bureau is 
interested in getting a fire extinguisher training pan that is safer and more 
environmentally friendly than the current system that we use.  To educate the local 
businesses the bureau has come up with a pre inspection check list that will be handed 
out to all businesses.  The goal is to decrease the number of violations and re-
inspections.  With education the number of re-inspections in 2008 decreased by 61% 
from the previous year.

Grant Applications

In 2008, Highland Heights Fire Department applied for two grants: 
 

• Ohio EMS Training and Equipment Grant 
The state allocates funding to fire departments that fill out the 
application.  Beginning in 2005, this is done on a financial need basis 
of the city.  Hence, it is more challenging to receive more significant 
funds. 
 
HHFD did receive $3500, which is tentatively allocated for the 
purchase of a class 2 explosion proof oxygen fill station. 
 

• Federal Assistance to Firefighters Grant (Fire Act Grant) 
The purpose for this grant was to replace and update a breathing air 
system that is 20+ years old and requiring more maintenance with age 
($39,500 was requested).  
 
We were notified November 21, 2008 that we were awarded this grant.  
The amount of $39,500 was awarded on a 95:5 ratio basis of financial 
responsibility.

Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) 
 

2008 
 

 As of 2008, the Fire department owns 18 MSA MMR Firehawk SCBA and 
one Rapid Intervention (RIT) Pack.  The air packs meet current NFPA 1981 and 
OSHA standards that include an integrated Personal Alarm Safety System (PASS), 
and each face piece includes a voice amplifier to clarify fire ground communications.  
Because there is a spare bottle for each unit, the department has a total of 36 45-
minute carbon fiber bottles.  There are two 60-minute carbon fiber bottles for the RIT 
pack 
 
 All MSA regulators are in compliance with the Ohio administrative code 
4121:1-21 with a rating of excellent and were bench tested in March 2008 by Fire 
Safety Service.  They are due to be bench tested again in March 2009 by Fire Safety 
Service.  Fire Safety Service was awarded our contract for the year 2009, because 
they demonstrated timely response to service requests and safety issues.  
Representatives also proved to possess excellent product knowledge. 
 
 Four department members are Level One Maintenance trained, in order to 
cover daily cleaning and preventive maintenance. 
 
 All department members were medically certified and fit-tested in 2008 per 
Ohio Administrative Code specifications.  
  
 The SCBA Maintenance Book and the department’s respiratory protection 
plan were reviewed and are up to date.

Breathing Air Compressor 
 

2008 
 

 
 

The station’s breathing air compressor is still being serviced by Breathing Air 
Systems. They are also doing four air quality checks per year. Two are taken during 
the semi-annual service of the unit and two are taken by fire department personnel 
and mailed in for analysis. Air quality is still very good, always coming in better than 
grade D air, which is our minimum standard. 
 
Total running time this year was 24.8 hours. 
 
Due to repeated electrical issues over the last five years, ~$1500 was spent in parts 
and unplanned service calls.  The compressor is 20+ years old and was rebuilt once 
approximately 15 years ago.  It was also designed to refill bottles at lower pressure 
than the current bottle design. 
 
FEMA has awarded Highland Heights Fire Department a grant for $39,500 for a new 
system with the stipulation of a 95:5 percent ratio in financial responsibility.  
Therefore, $37,525 will be supplied by FEMA, and the remainder ($1975) of the cost 
will come from the City of Highland Heights. 
 
The new system will include a new breathing air compressor, an on-board carbon 
monoxide detector, a Class-2 explosion-proof 2-position fill station, and an extra 
cascade bottle to add to the three bottles already in service.  The new equipment will 
bring the station into compliance with NFPA 1901 (2003 ed.).  The estimated 
completion date of the project is June of 2009.

Pre Plan Report 
 

2008 
 
 

2008 was the first full year that I oversaw Pre Plans for the Department.  This 
year I continually updated our pre plans as buildings, hazards and tenants changed.  
Special attention was paid to our target hazards this year including Philips Medical 
Systems at 595 Miner, Bodycote Thermal Processing at 5475 Avion Park Dr, and 
Norman Noble at 5340 Avion Park Dr. and 5507 Avion Park Dr as well as all 
Swagelok properties.  These plans were reviewed and updated as needed with 
attention to special hazards of each building. A target Hazard book for 595 Miner Rd. 
was updated and new copies were made for vehicles that did not have them before.  A 
total of 149.5 hours were spent on pre plans this year. 

All Preplans are in the 1 page format that we began changing to in 2007.  This 
format allows for quicker access to the plans in an easier to read display.  The fire 
prevention pre plan book in 855 was completed, while new books were completed for 
the chief’s vehicle (851) and the Captain’s vehicle (852). All vehicles have 1 Preplan 
book containing all of the preplans within reach of the Officer’s seat of the vehicles.   

In preparation to have MDT’s installed on Ladder 821, Engine 812 as well as 
reinstalling them on Squads 841 and 842 in 2009, I created a version of all the 
preplans (.PDF Format) that will be very user friendly on the computers for quick use 
at all times.  In 2009 I will work to add staging areas for specific apparatus at building 
to make the drawing more of a guide to incidents at each specific building.  I also 
hope to work more with our surrounding departments to be able to share our targets 
hazards for more efficient mutual aid responses.

Annual Training Report 
 

2008 
 
 In the year 2008, the fire department conducted 23 scheduled drills. The drills 
were held on the first and third Monday night of each month for shift personnel and 
our part-time personnel. The same drill was repeated on the Tuesday and Wednesday 
following for the remaining shifts and to give the part-time personnel additional 
opportunity to complete the training offered. In addition to scheduled drills, shift 
drills are conducted daily and special drills are attended that are conducted out side of 
Highland Heights Fire Department. The total training hours attended by fire 
department personnel amounted to 5852.5 hours.  
 Our training priority continues to focus on driver/operator training on the 
equipment which adds to firefighter safety along with public safety. Drill topics 
included, driver/operator competency, RIT (Rapid Intervention Team) training, 
hazardous materials, aircraft and radiological monitoring all of which are on going 
annual training.   
 The department has state certified fire instructors and in addition, we have 
special topic instructors in the areas of WMD, RIT and EMS. All department training 
is certified through Auburn Career Center to meet mandatory requirements for the 
State of Ohio. In keeping with Homeland Security Presidential directive 5, Highland 
Heights Fire Department hosted a four day class made possible by Cuyahoga County 
Emergency Management, NIMS 300 intermediate and NIMS 400 advanced incident 
command system training. Officers of the Highland Heights Police and Fire 
departments attended along with members of area departments. Two firefighters 
attended Bowling Green State Fire School for a week long class on fire investigator 
and rope rescue certification. An instructor from The Ohio Department of Public 
Safety was utilized for our annual radiological monitoring. Fire Department members 
also completed online Web based training from sites such as Firehouse.com.  
 In 2008 we continued to train with our initial mutual aid departments however 
limited due to scheduling conflicts. Monthly, the Hillcrest area Training Officers 
meet to discuss training ideas, trading resources and training opportunities. 
  For 2009 our plan is to add an assistant fire training instructor and to continue 
to focus on priority topics and search for new ideas and methods on training from 
other agencies involved with training firefighters and fire officers.

Fire Hose Report 
 

2008 
 

 In year 2008 all service hose was tested per NFPA 1962 specifications, in this 
guideline it calls for 5 inch supply line to be tested at 200 psi. for five minutes, all 
hand attack lines at 250 psi. for five minutes, and all attack lines labeled either “300 
or 400 psi. test pressure”, were tested at that pressure for five minutes. Any length of 
hose failing the test was repaired or taken out of service. 
 The present hose inventory is as follows: 
   
  1-½ inch double jacket, 26 lengths 
  1-¾ inch double jacket, 50 lengths 
  2 inch rubber covered single jacket, 26 lengths 
  2-½ inch double jacket, 47 lengths 
  3 inch double jacket, 20 lengths 
  5 inch supply line, 26 lengths 

 6 inch hard suction, 2 lengths. 
 
 The department disposed of out of service hose this year, clearing the store 
room of 53 lengths of hose that was unusable for fire service applications. Highland 
Heights Service Department was offered and accepted a few lengths of this hose for 
their uses. With the remainder the brass and aluminum couplings were cut from the 
hose jackets and turned in for scrap metal prices at a scrap dealer. The money was 
returned to the general fund.

Hillcrest Technical Rescue Team 

 
2008  

 
 
 

     The Highland Heights Fire Department currently has four active members 
representing the city on the Hillcrest Technical Rescue Team.  The members are FF 
Mark Adams, Lt Todd Ayres, Lt. John Zehe and FF. Dave Saltenis.  This specialized 
rescue team is made up of 34 members from the following communities:  
Beachwood, Gates Mills, Highland Heights, Lyndhurst, Mayfield Heights, Mayfield 
Village, Richmond Heights, and Willoughby Hills.  This group of firefighters has 
advanced training in the areas of basic and advanced rope rescue, high angle rope 
rescue, trench, confined space, dive, ice, swift water, structural collapse and tower 
rescue.  There are several members of the team that are also hazmat technicians.  All 
the members of the team are also a part of the Ohio Region 2 Strike Force Team that 
serves Ashtabula, Cuyahoga, Geauga, Lake and Lorain Counties.  Of all the regions 
in the state this is the smallest, but the most populated.   
     This year the team conducted 12 drills.  There were two specialty drills conducted 
this year.  The first was elevator rescue held in January.  The second was a 24 hour 
trench refresher class held in October.  The member from Highland Heights Fire 
Department put in a total of 277 man hours of training this past year. 
     This past year the team was utilized seven (7) times.  The first was for a parking 
garage collapse in Willoughby Hills.  This was only a partial response.  Then there 
was a rope rescue in Richmond Heights where an elderly male fell down the ravine in 
his back yard.  The team was then called out to Auburn for a confined space rescue.  
Our team assisted the South East Hazmat team rescuing three males from a fuel 
storage tank that they were cleaning.  This incident resulted in the death of a teenage 
worker.  The team was then called out to Lyndhurst for a car into a building and then 
again to Lyndhurst for a structural damage as a result of a fire.  Both were partial 
team call outs.  The team was called out to Solon for a dive / ice recovery.  The team 
(divers only) was used to get a car out of a lake.  Lastly the team was called out to a 
fire in Richmond heights to shore up an apartment building that had sustained 
extensive damage from a fire.   
      The team will continue to train every month for approx. 8 hours.  Some of these 
training sessions will be joint training with the Heights Team and Summit County 
Dive Team.   There will be additional training with the Ohio Region 2 Strike Force 
Team.  The team will also conduct a confined space technician class.  The Hillcrest 
Technical Rescue Team web site is up and running.  All the team call outs are listed 
on the site as well as training.  The address is www.htrt.org .  The team will have a 
new department liaison.  Lt John Zehe has been assigned as the team liaison.  He will 
be an asset in this position.

Fire Hydrant Program 
 

2008 
 

The Fire Department maintained a total of 754 fire hydrants this year.  These 
hydrants were bi-annually flushed, lubricated, and checked for proper operation.  Any 
hydrants that were found to be damaged, leaking, non-draining, or otherwise out of 
service were recorded.  All non-draining hydrants were pumped dry for winter.  We 
performed general repairs (short of replacement) between calls while on duty.  Any 
hydrant that failed to operate properly, or were found to have significant damage (i.e. 
hit by a car) were reported to the Cleveland Water Department for replacement.  In an 
effort to save time and money, all fire hydrants will be painted one solid color (bright 
red).

     The 2008 station maintenance annual report reflects the duties preformed for the 
entire year. Fire Department members took care of the usual cleaning, minor repairs 
and maintenance of the fire station. This past October we preformed our usual 
complete top to bottom cleaning of the fire station. All walls were washed, floors 
were buffed and all four rooms on the apparatus floor were cleaned and organized. 
We perform this task annually to prepare the station for viewing by our residents who 
attend the October open house.  
 
     Ther were several major purchases and upgrades to the fire department this year. 
In each annual report, a list is submitted for future repairs, needed maintenance and 
updates. Three out of the five repairs and updates that were submitted for 2008 were 
completed. The fire dept. purchased and installed a diesel exhaust evacuation system 
for the Apparatus floor. The Apparatus walls were power washed and painted. All 
new lighting was installed in Apparatus area and through out the station. As listed in 
previous reports the fire department building and most of its decorating and contents 
are over twenty years old. Even though the last few years we have started to catch up 
on some of the much needed maintenance and purchasing of building supplies, there 
are still major upgrades that need to be addressed.  
 
Below is a list of repairs, purchases and upgrades that were completed for 2008 
room by room.  
 
Training room: replaced speakers for power point.  
Shift office: Bathroom vent fan was replaced.  
Firefighter Dorm: Replaced ceiling tiles and new air handler.  
Firefighter Bathroom: Replaced counter, sinks and faucets. Added shower dividers 
and new shower heads.  
Firefighter locker room: New bathroom vent fan motor and belt.  
Chiefs Office: Stripped and replaced wall paper, cleaned tile rails, replaced all ceiling 
tiles, replaced switches, outlets and removed closet doors. 
Front Office: Replaced ceiling tiles. 
Front Office Restrooms: Men’s bath: new toilet, faucet and acid washed floor. 
Women’s: new faucet and painted.  
Hallways: Replaced ceiling tiles.  
Day Room: Carpet steam cleaned.  
Apparatus Bathroom: Lighting, ceiling tiles, painted ceiling tile rails and new faucet. 
Apparatus Bays: New gear lockers, outside vendor power washed and painted walls, 
all new lighting, Diesel Exhaust Evacuation System,
